It is Her mind, 
which is our example, Her personality and words that are our guiding light in this world. 

When Akrura went to Vrindavan-dhama, he expressed something, which I request you to 
apply as a meditation in your life. He said: »Simply by the effulgence of Sri Hari‘s toenails many 
souls in the past have transcended the insurmountable  darkness of material existence and achieved 
libaration.«
